In health settings, it is not only patients who may be experiencing abuse in their intimate relationships [1].  Health-care providers also report experiencing woman abuse.  In a convenience sample of 275 nurses in three practice sites (public health, hospital, and private practice), 31% of nurses reported abuse of themselves or family members [2].  In a sample of nurses in the BC Women's Hospital, 37% of nurses reported experiencing abuse in their intimate relationships [3].  The Women Physicians Health Study, a US nationally distributed questionnaire, found 3.7% of female physicians reported having experienced abuse in their intimate relationships [4].
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
